Letters. We declare all letters here, including the ones which are accessible ei-
ther directly or via ligatures from Latin letters, because we can use an encoding-
independent notation in Babel support files, shareable for all font encodings. It
is even possible to use 7-bit 0T2 font encoding with 8-bit input encodings; all
letters become accessible for accents (there is a problem when putting an accent
on letters treated as ligatures: E.g., in ordinary text ‘yu’ and ‘ya’ are rendered as
soft ‘u” and soft ‘a’; but \’{yu} does not produce a soft ‘u’ with an accent, but
a ‘y’ with an accent followed by an ‘u’). We use an approach based on standard
BTEX encoding-dependent symbols (but not definitions like \def\CYRA{A}) which
allows one to use several Cyrillic font encodings in one document.
